Cut the parts of the story below apart and help your child put the story back together again, talking about what happened first, and what happened last.

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	One day, Nicki went out to play.  It wasn’t long until one of his new mittens was left behind.  
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Then, a mole found the mitten and crawled inside.

	Second, a snowshoe rabbit hopped by the mitten and crawled inside. 
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	Third, a hedgehog saw the mitten and crawled inside. 
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	Fourth, along came an owl and crawled inside the mitten.
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Fifth, a badger found the mitten and crawled inside. 


	Sixth, a fox saw the mitten and crawled inside. 
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Seventh, a bear came along and crawled inside the mitten. The mitten was getting very full.
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Finally, a tiny mouse crawled inside the mitten, right on top of the bear’s nose.  The mouse tickled the bear’s nose and the bear gave an enormous sneeze: Aaaaa-aaaaa-aaaa-choo!
